Jamie Robinson (Bestsellers) is requesting approval to install one new wall sign at 360 South
Jefferson Street, on the front of the building. Attached is a photograph of the existing
building fagade with the proposed sign superimposed onto the building. The proposed sign
will have a gold background, black lettering and green and black border. The proposed size is
3 feet by 10 feet (30 square feet).

Section 31-5(a) requires that a permit be obtained for work “...performed within a historic
district affecting the exterior appearance of a resource...”. The subject property is located
within the Mason Historic District. The applicant is, therefore, requesting Historic District
Commission approval.

The proposed sign is compliant with the standards listed in the sign ordinance, Chapter 58 of
the Mason Code.

Mason Main Street Facade Study

The Main Street Fagade Study is the manual by which each building within the Mason
Historic District is evaluated. The Study provides architectural consultation to the building
owners and the Historic District Commission. The recommendations provided in the Study
were based on the U.S. Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation, Pages 46 and
47 of the Study provide recommendations for the subject building (attached).

The Study does provide sign recommendations for the building indicating that a sign board
should be recreated between the ground floor store windows and cornice, The proposed sign
is very similar to other signs in the downtown area. Signs of this type, location and placement
generally have been accepted by the Commission.

U.S. Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation
Section 31-5(d) states that the review of any application shall follow the U.S. Secretary of the
Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation and Guidelines for Rehabilitating IHistoric Buildings.

Section 31-5(e) lists the discretionary standards that the Commission shall consider, Staff’s
analysis of the applicant’s compliance with those standards is as follows:

1. The historical or architectural value and significance of the structure and its
relationship fo the historical value of the surrounding area.

The building has a very integral location within the historic district, as it is visible from
many vantage points in the downtown area. The proposed sign appears to be consistent
with the historical value of the building as well as the surrounding area.

2. The relationship of the exterior architectural features of the structure to the rest of the
structure and the surrounding areaq,

The proposed sign appears to be consistent with the building and surrounding resources.

3. The general compatibility of exterior design, arrangement, texture, and materials
proposed to be used.

The proposed sign appears to fit within the existing sign board.
4. Other factors, including aesthetic value, which the commission considers pertinent.

There does not appear to be other factors not covered by standards 1 through 3 above.

Recommended Action

The Historic District Commission approve the wall sign proposal for 360 South
Jefferson Street as submitted by Jamie Robinson (Bestsellers) based on the application
received on April 15, 2011, on the basis that it is consistent with the standards listed in
Section 31-5(e) of the Mason Code.

Jamie Robinson (Extral) is requesting approval to install one new wall sign and reconstruct a
portion of the fagade at 356 South Jefferson Street. Attached is a photograph of the existing
building fagade with the proposed sign superimposed onto the building. The proposed sign
will have a gold background, black lettering and green and black border. The proposed size is
3 feet by 8 feet (24 square feet).

The fagade reconstruction consists of the following:
1. removing the rough sawn siding to repairing the brick fagade and exterior board siding
2. replace commercial storefront windows
3. replace residential door

The applicant has indicated that the storefront windows will be very similar to the windows
installed at Bestsellers. No specifications were provided for the replacement door, however.

Date: April 21, 2011

Jamie Robinson (The Vault) is requesting approval to replace the existing third floor windows
(15) with new replacement windows. In addition the applicant is proposing to install trim
over the front eight windows with a dental detail similar to the first floor cornice. The
proposed windows are double-hung, black exterior with transom above and no mullions. The
exterior trim is proposed to be wrapped in black metal to match the window color.

Section 31-5(a) requires that a permit be obtained for work “...performed within a historic
district affecting the exterior appearance of a resource...”. The subject property is located
within the Mason Historic District. The applicant is, therefore, requesting Historic District
Commission approval.

Mason Main Street Facade Study

The Main Sireet Fagade Study is the manual by which each building within the Mason
Historic District is evaluated, The Study provides architectural consultation to the building
owners and the Historic District Commission. The recommendations provided in the Study
were based on the U.S. Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation. Pages 44 and
45 of the Study provide recommendations for the subject building (Kent Shop — 366-368 S.
Jefferson). Attached is a copy of pages 44 and 45 for your reference.

The Study lists the Kent Shop as having a varied history including occupants such as the Dry
Goods Store, First State and Savings Bank and Dart National Bank, The Study further
indicates that the building has been greatly altered in recent years, However, the applicant has
made significant efforts and progress the remaining building facade.

U.S. Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation

The Interior Standards for Rehabilitation provides the recommended practices for window
replacements. Page four of the Window section provides guidance on replacement windows
indicating that “.. .replacing [the window] with a new window that does not convey the same

visual appearance...” is not recommended. Attached is the Interior Standards for windows
for your reference.

The window configuration proposed by the applicant is not
consistent with the building’s historical visual appearance, nor
is the proposed trim detail. The original design of the window
trim or “eyebrow’ would have extended past each side of the
window jamb and extended down slightly to “cap” the
window, such as the picture to the right.

Section 31-5(d) states that the review of any application shall
follow the U.S. Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for
Rehabilitation and Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic
Buildings. Section 31-5(¢) lists the discretionary standards
that the Commission shall consider. Staff’s analysis of the | _ B :
applicant’s compliance with those standards is as follows: . e T

1. The historical or archifectural value and significance of the structure and its
relationship to the historical value of the surrounding area.

The building has a very integral location within the historic district, as it is visible from
many vantage points in the downtown area. Further, the location is on the northwest
corner of Ash Street (M-36) and Jefferson Streets. Changes to the appearance of the
building have a high potential of impact to the surrounding resources.

2. The relationship of the exterior architectural features of the structure to the rest of the
structure and the surrounding area.

There have been many changes to the original fagade of the building. However, the
applicant has made significant progress in preserving the remaining elements of the
building. However, the proposed window replacements are not consistent with the
historical visual appearance of the subject building and surrounding resources. The
original window configuration is two-over-two with no ftransom. The proposed
improvements include a window pane configuration of one-over-one, transom and
covered trim detail. Typically this building and others in the area do not have a transom
and have a two-over-two window pane configuration. In addition the proposed window
lintels are not in keeping with the original design and configuration of the building,
Whether the applicant’s proposal is consistent with the subject building and surrounding
resources is up to the discretion of the Commission.,

3. The general compatibility of exterior design, arrangement, texture, and materials
proposed to be used,

The Fagade Study suggests that the window panel/pane configuration should be one-
over-one or two-over-two. The proposed transom and trim detail is not consistent with
the current configuration of the windows, its historical character or the remaining
portions of the building. Whether the applicant’s proposal is consistent with the intent
of the Study is up to the discretion of the Commission.

4. Other factors, including aesthetic value, which the commission considers pertinent.
There does not appear to be other factors not covered by standards 1 through 3 above.

Recommended Action

‘To approve the window replacement and trim proposal for 368 S. Jefferson Street as
submitted by Jamie Robinson based on the application received on April 15, 2011, on
the basis that it is consistent with the standard listed in Section 31-5(¢)(2)} and (3), that
the relationship of the proposed materials to be used are generally compatible to the
building and surrounding area.
